
SIFE Sales is a non-profit organization affiliated with the University of Nebraska-Lincoln Center for Entrepreneurship which brokers auction sales on surplus equipment for other departments. We operate both NU Auction, which is the system for university-only auctions, and eBay auctions. It is our mission to provide quality surplus and excellent customer service.   Before proceeding, read the following policies governing the use of this service.  If you have questions, contact us by phone at 402-472-7290, or through e-mail at sifesales@unl.edu.
i. SIFE Sales reserves the right to refuse any auction that is determined to be:

a. Of too low a value to reasonably return selling costs.

b. Unsafe, such as chemical, radiological, etc.

c. Too large or heavy to handle and/or ship safely. 

ii. All fees will be handled by SIFE Sales and withdrawn from net profit.
a. eBay fees (review at http://pages.ebay.com/help/sell/fees.html)

b. PayPal (online transaction broker) fees if necessary (2.9% + $0.30)

c. Escrow fees if necessary (varies).

d. Shipping fees

iii. SIFE Sales will use the “completed listings” function in eBay and prior knowledge to determine if a presented item is deemed sellable.

iv. A detailed description of the item is very encouraged, but not necessary.

v. SIFE Sales holds no liability to provide support (either technical, mechanical, software related or otherwise) for post-sale items.  The seller may attempt to support a product before refund or exchange, but SIFE Sales will remain in contact with the buyer to ensure their needs are being met.  If the buyer’s needs are not being met within a reasonable period of time, a refund or exchange will be offered in the interest of maintaining good customer relations.

vi. SIFE Sales will develop, complete and formalize the listing of surplus items.
vii. SIFE Sales will clean and make any performable repairs I hopes to garner as much return as possible on the item
viii. SIFE Sales will pick-up transportable items to ensure the upmost convenience for the department manager.

ix. All proceeds will be transferred to the seller’s cost center on a monthly basis.  Please be aware that funds will be held at least for a period of up to two weeks to allow for a refund to be given in the event that an item is returned.
x. As a non-profit entity, SIFE Sales Auctions will audit annually, and make adjustments based on this audit.  If SIFE Sales has made a profit, the profit will be split among the sellers based upon their percentage of overall fees.  If SIFE Sales is in a deficit, fees will be raised to recover costs in the following year.

xi. Our commission schedule is provided below:

Items priced $0 - $20 commission is 99%  

Items priced $20 - $100 commission is 22%

Items priced $101 - $200 commission is 20%

Items priced $201 - $750 commission is 16%

Items priced $751 - $999,999 commission is 08%
